We have not yet received areply to our letter to the city council on the transport master
plan. We have aso not received areply from TANROADS.

Regular allowancefor Juma

Elaine suggested that as Juma does the bulk of day to day follow-up work for UWABA,
often involving him cycling al over the city to deliver and collect |etters, that he should
be paid an allowance for thiswork. She suggested a very small amount of Tsh 20,000 a
month until our finances allow usto pay more. So far he has done this work for two
years on avolunteer basis even though it often means he has to close his shop while away
fromit. The members agreed that Juma deserves this and agreed to the allowance.

Traffic police and rules of road

Paulo suggested that we should meet the traffic police. It was agreed we should discuss
with them the rules of the road and how they apply to cyclists, enforcement of measures
to protect cyclists, how UWABA members can help the traffic police by reporting.

It was al so discussed that we should all be familiar with the laws relating to the rules of
theroad. Elaine said she would print the Road Traffic Act (whichisin English), but that
it was not very detailed and it seems that most details are in the regulations signed by
Ministers and the local government by-laws. Paulo said he would ask HUWATA to give
us copies of theseif they have them, and Elaine will also try to get copies from legal
NGOs or on the internet.

Other business
